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Vehicle tee plan has its detractors

Chamber survey shows
opposition by businesses

A survey of Oshkosh Chamber of Com-
merce members shows almost 75% of
respondents don’t like the proposal of
eliminating street and sidewalk special as-
sessments and replacing them with a vehi-
cle registration fee and raising utility rates

to cover the costs.

The Common Council will vote on
eliminating street and sidewalk special as-
sessments at its next meeting. City Man-
ager Mark Rohloff and city staft have been
conducting a public education campaign
to inform residents and business owners
of the proposed changes.

The proposal was initiated after the
city said it needs about $3.75 million to
cover the annual costs of street projects.
The proposal includes creating a vehicle

registration fee (VRF) initially set at $35,
which will generate about $1.5 million
and the remaining $2.25 million trans-
ferred from utility fees as the city will rec-
ommend raising fees between 0.25% and
0.50%.

On Tuesday night the council heard
from Chamber president Rob Kleman,
who brought in the survey results to share
and give a new option for the council to

In June 1937, they mar-
ried at St John’s Lutheran Church in East
Bloomfield before moving to Oshkosh
into a house on Shady Lane, now Shadow
Lane, near Elmer’s brother. She was one of
the first employees at Miles Kimball and
typed on the first typewriter the company
owned.

In their 66 years of marriage, before El-
mer passed in 2003, they enjoyed traveling,
boating and spending time with family.

Feb. 25, 1891

St. Mary’s Hospital Established: On
this date, Mother M. Francis Streitel,
Sister M. Scholastica Demer, and Sister
M. Alphonsa Boell arrived in Oshkosh
to establish St. Mary’s Hospital, the
Sorrowful Mothers’ fourth mission

in America. Unable to speak English,
lacking in nursing skills and unfamiliar
with American ways, the sisters and
the hospital got off to a slow start.
Institutional care was not the norm at
that time, and people got along with
home remedies and family nursing.
But the care of the sisters won the
respect of the physicians and patient
trust. Within three years a larger

facility was needed. In 1896, the first
permanent St. Mary’s Hospital was
built at the corner of Merritt and Boyd
streets. The four- story structure had

a capacity of 26. (Note: In 1918, St.
Mary’s bought Lakeside Hospital —
originally built by Dr. M.E. Corbett in
1912 as a private institution — on Hazel
Street and renamed it Mercy Hospital.)

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Main Street bridge set to close next year for updates

The Wisconsin Department of Trans-
portation will close the Main Street bridge
in Oshkosh next year for several months
into 2026.

The state DOT said the bridge is safe for
vehicles and pedestrian traffic but work
will be done to preserve the operation of
the bridge’s structural, mechanical and
electrical components.

“The existing structure and its mechan-
ical and electrical elements have received
various repairs and maintenance over its
lifespan, but the structure has become

posed improvements.

The U.S. 45 Main Street bridge is the
most southern bridge over the Fox River.
The planned detour calls for motorists to
use 9th Avenue on the west side of the riv-
er to Oregon Street and take the Oregon
Street bridge over the river. Pedestrians
are also encouraged to use the Oregon/
Jackson Street bridge.

Anticipated benefits from the project:

« Decreased maintenance costs.

« Improved operation of the movable
span.

« Extending the life of the existing struc-
ture by replacing deteriorated and worn-

out components.

Proposed improvements include:

« Rehabilitate existing electrical, me-
chanical, hydraulic and structural compo-
nents of the bascule span.

« Minor repairs to the operator’s house
and access platforms.

« Scarification (removal) and overlay of
the approach span concrete deck.

« Removal and replacement of the steel
grid deck on the movable span.

The DOT also plans to close the Ore-
gon/Jackson Street bridge in 2028 for a
full replacement project that will be a fixed
span instead of the current lift bridge.

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School board to prioritize student mental health

Survey continues to show
high anxiety, depression

Oshkosh Area School District officials
are learning from students about the pri-
ority that mental health is for them as
learners and people.

The Board of Education has student
representatives from both North and West
high schools. Last week West representa-
tive Charlotte Stellpflug presented survey
results on mental health that she worked
on with North representative Eva Miller.

Miller and Stellpflug asked peers and
members of student council earlier in
the school year about issues important
to them and mental health was the most
mentioned topic.

The survey was conducted in 2021
during a hybrid learning year due to
COVID. Stellpflug explained to the board
that 48% of students said they have anxi-
ety and 29% have depression, while 18%
of students reported harming themselves
over the previous 12 months.

The most startling response was that

11% of students reported having a suicide
plan and that 13% have seriously consid-
ered suicide.

“It’s too many,” Stellpflug said. “Some-
thing needs to happen; something needs
to change. Resources need to be given;
help needs to be given.”

Director of pupil services Matt Kaem-
merer said the information was from the
Youth Risk Behavior Survey, which is
done every other year and offered to all
high school and middle school students.
The 2023 survey’s comprehensive reports
have not yet been released by the state De-
partment of Public Instruction.

Board member Chris Wright noted the
data is from 2021 and that the district’s
environment has changed since then, and
asked Kaemmerer what the district has
been doing recently to deal with mental
health.

Kaemmerer said this district is doing
more than others due to its community
partners, offering clinical therapy in all
buildings, wellness screeners at sever-
al grade levels and partners Samaritan
Counseling, Catalpa Health, Collabora-
tive Wellness and Rawhide.

He said the data from 2014/2016 was

alarming when it came to the number of
students either contemplating or attempt-
ing suicide. Kaemmerer said the percent-
age of students self-reporting as depressed
has been cut in half since those surveys.

The Rise Up Initiative has been in place
in the district since 2015, focusing on
students and staff, identifying signs of
someone struggling with mental health
and connecting students and staff with re-
sources such as Samaritan counseling.

“These options being available to stu-
dents has been a game changer,” Kaem-
merer told the Herald.

There are mental health professionals
in every district building which includes
school psychologists, counselors and so-
cial workers, Kaemmerer said, and are
available to students and staff.

Board member Kristopher Karns said
one idea would be to have a mental
health discussion during freshman orien-
tation at the beginning of the school year.
He added that taking care of students’
mental health will also improve literacy
scores.

Alarge part of tackling mental health for
the district is reducing the stigma and in-
creasing social emotional learning across
all grades to help students understand
their feelings.

Board member Stephanie Carlin shared

her own experiences with suicide and de-
pression. She said she is open about these
experiences because it helps diminish any
stigma. Carlin also called for a mental
health facility to be built in the commu-
nity.

“When people are struggling, not just
students, but people in general — if you do
not feel safe, where do you go? The only
option is the hospital,” she said.

Another topic brought up was the idea
of the district getting another therapy dog
to work with students. OASD currently
has Sparty, who works with students in all
the buildings.

Superintendent Bryan Davis said a
mental health fair could be possible that
brings in community partners like Nation-
al Association of Mental Illness (NAMI).
He said having resources more readily
available online could also help.

Board member Barbara Herzog said
sometimes she focuses too much on ac-
ademics, but this topic is also important
to the district. She said that in looking to
find a way the board can help seems to be
through allocating resources.

“Every student is important and every
student is valued,” Herzog said. “We have
to help our students understand they are
enough, they are good enough and that
the school is here to support them.”

UW Oshkosh Today

The University of Wisconsin Oshkosh
has been chosen as one of 14 higher ed-
ucation institutions nationwide, and the
only one in Wisconsin, to receive a Beck-
man Scholars Award supporting under-
graduate research.

The award’s $156,000 will support six
scholar-mentor pairs in chemistry and the
life sciences. Two scholars will be named
per year for the three-year award term.

“Undergraduate research and faculty re-
search mentorships supercharge students’
learning and growth like few other things
at UWOQO,” Chancellor Andrew Leavitt
said. “The Beckman Scholars award is an
exciting and welcome investment in our
efforts, and I am grateful to the faculty
and sponsored programs colleagues who
helped earn this support and the spotlight
that comes with it.”

Funded by the Arnold and Mabel Beck-
man Foundation, the Beckman Scholars
Program embodies the foundation’s mis-
sion “to support young scientists today
for tomorrow’s breakthrough discoveries.”
Established in 1977 by scientific instru-
mentation pioneer Arnold Beckman in Ir-
ving, Calif,, the foundation supports U.S.
institutions and young scientists whose
creative, high-risk, and interdisciplinary
research will lead to innovations and new
tools and methods for scientific discovery,
according to the foundation.

Cordelia Bowlus, director of the Mc-
Nair Scholars program at UWO, sees the
Beckman Scholars Program as a beautiful
complement to existing undergraduate re-
search opportunities.

“The Beckman Scholars Program offers
undergraduates the opportunity to con-
duct research alongside a faculty mentor,”
Bowlus said. “What is unique about this
program is that it supports scholars with
a generous stipend over 15 consecutive
months. This sustained support allows for
an in-depth research experience under the
mentorship of UWO’s esteemed faculty”

Each Beckman Scholar receives an
$18,200 stipend over the course of the
program. Scholars work 40 hours per

consider. He said about 98 people com-
pleted the survey with 26 being in favor of
the VRF and utility transfer proposal.

“The results were interesting,” Kleman
said of the survey. “One thing that was
abundantly clear is that infrastructure
improvements are important to our mem-
bership — to business — and the general
consensus is that Oshkosh needs to fix
more streets faster.”

Thirty-two respondents said special as-
sessments should be kept in place while
40 said a hybrid approach should be taken
from the general tax levy. Kleman added
that the general comments characterized
the council proposal as a Band-Aid ap-
proach.

Oshkosh Herald
Oshkosh Chamber of Commerce president
Rob Kleman said chamber members are not
in favor of the city’s proposal to eliminate
street and sidewalk special assessments.

Kleman reiterated that 72 respondents,
or 74%, don’t agree with the current pro-
posal.

Former council member Sean Fitzger-
ald said he doesn’t believe the proposal
is the right move for Oshkosh especially
since many property owners have already
received a special assessment in the past.

Fitzgerald acknowledged the issue
was present when he was on the council.
He recalled the difficulty in listening to
people come in front of the council and
explain how much of a financial burden
these special assessments can be.

“It’s certainly emotional every single
time and you can’t help but feel compas-
sion for the people and those stories,” he
said.

He wanted the council to continue
having special assessments. He suggested
homeowners work on recouping some of
the costs when they sell their home.

“Thousands of people have paid this
already. It’s important to stay the course,”
Fitzgerald said. “This is an issue that is go-
ing to come up with subsequent councils
after you're gone. It’s important to recog-
nize people that have already paid.”

Tuesday night was the formal first read-
ing of the proposed ordinance, which will
be on the Feb. 27 agenda where there will
be a council vote. If the proposal is reject-
ed, city staff would start working on the
2024 special assessments for street and
sidewalk projects.

Mayoral changes

Mayor Matt Mugerauer continued his
discussion with the council on changing
the mayoral selection process. He sug-
gested last year that the city get rid of the
position and have the public elect seven
council members and among the council
elect a president and vice president.

cil style government, which means the
main decision maker and person who
speaks for the city is the city manager
hired by the council and not elected. It’s
a Chapter 64 government and Oshkosh
is the only municipality in the state under
Chapter 64 that has an elected mayor.

Council member Mike Ford explained
that the role of the mayor is laid out in the
city ordinance. The mayor is responsible
for presiding over meetings, announcing
the quorum, receiving motions, supervis-
ing voting of the body, enforcing rules of
order, making proclamations and making
appointments subject to board approval.

“They’re not the executive officer, that’s
the city manager,” said Ford, explaining
those duties of the Oshkosh mayor are the
same as every council president in Chap-
ter 64 communities.

“We're operating with a council presi-
dent, we just call it a mayor and we elect it
directly,” Ford said.

The city operates like a business and
city manager Rohloff is the CEO and
the council is the board of directors with
Mugerauer running the meetings and
appointing people to various boards and
commissions.

The mayor of Oshkosh is not the same
as the mayors of Appleton, Green Bay,
Madison or Milwaukee where they are
the chief executive and speaks for the city.
Mugerauer has said this causes confusion
at the local and state level.

Mugerauer was elected as mayor last
spring and was already on the council with
a year left on his term. He said it creates
a “beauty pageant” and an awkward in-
terview where residents come before the
council and pitch themselves as the best
person to fill the seat. That was the process
of how council member LaKeisha Haase
was appointed after the election.

“We took that ability away from the
66,000-plus people that call Oshkosh
home,” Mugerauer said. “It’s their job to
decide who sits up here”

Council member Paul Esslinger said he
was opposed to the change because voters
made the decision to directly elect a may-
or despite what the duties are. He led the
referendum when he was on the council in
2004 that gave voters the ability to directly
elect a mayor.

“The citizens of Oshkosh really don’t
elect the person that runs the city. I think
that’s wrong,” Esslinger said. “If we’re go-
ing to look at changing or keeping that it’s
something that citizens would have to un-
dertake”

Council member Joe Stephenson was
excused absent from the meeting and
Mugerauer said he wasn’t going to ask the
full council if they wanted to go forward
with the suggested change, noting that
Stephenson should be able to voice his
opinion before directing city staff to move
forward.

Rohloff explained it has been protocol
to get majority consensus, or four council
members, before staff devotes time and re-
sources into developing an ordinance.

“It’s to prevent seven one-offs that each
one of you say, T want an ordinance writ-
ten for this’ and we go through a great deal
of effort to do that,” Rohloff said.

He explained writing resolutions is sim-
pler for city staff but ordinances carry the
force of law and need time to be written
properly.

“We want to make sure before we com-
mit staff resources to it that we get a con-
sensus that council thinks it’s worth look-
ing at,” Rohloft said.

Esslinger questioned Rohloff as to
where it states that in the city statutes or
council rules that to go forward staff needs
majority consensus. City attorney Lynn
Sorenson clarified there is no formal rule
on how things progress besides consensus.

Mugerauer said it was his opinion that
the council choosing its own leader is the
most effective way for the group to do its
job.

“Just because someone can win an elec-
tion does not make them an effective lead-
er. This body choosing its most competent
and capable person to walk them through, at
times difficult or delicate decisions, I think
that’s important,” Mugerauer said. “Just be-
cause you can win an election doesn’t mean
you can lead others effectively”

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Sturgeon season continues
in Winnebago, upriver lakes

Oshkosh Herald

At the close of the second weekend for
the 2024 Winnebago lake sturgeon spear-
ing season Sunday, 353 lake sturgeon had
been harvested systemwide, with 56 juve-
nile females, 116 adult females and 181
males.

The state Department of Natural Re-
sources reported that the southwest reg-
istration station continued to have the
greatest harvest, with 21 lake sturgeon
Sunday and 174 lake sturgeon for the sea-
son.

The largest lake sturgeon harvested
Sunday came from the southwest area of

Lake Winnebago, a 113.3-pound, 68.8-
inch, F2 female speared by Mark Kraus.

Among those finding success was for-
mer NFL tight end and Appleton East
High graduate Erik Jensen, who speared
a 64.4-inch, 43.7-pound, F4 female from
the Upriver Lakes on Sunday.

About 2% of the lake sturgeon being
harvested were more than 100 pounds,
a smaller percentage compared with the
last 10 years but still above the percentage
of 100-pound fish since the 1970s. DNR
officials said this indicates the system is
healthy enough to allow fish to grow old
and large enough to reach 100 pounds.

For the second straight year, the
Lourdes Academy girls basketball team
will reign over the Trailways East.

“His speed, scoring ability and hard
work is something that could never be re-
placed,” Brunkhorst said. “His personality

didn’t change him one bit. He led the team
by being himself and it’s something we as
a coaching staff appreciated.”

At S-foot-8, 185 pounds, Koeppen isn’t
the biggest athlete you're going to find —
especially on the gridiron where he was
an undersized middle linebacker for Osh-
kosh West. But he was a tackling machine
for the Wildcats, leading the team by a
wide margin in tackles (73). He was a sec-
ond-team all-Fox Valley Association pick.

“I came into the program at about 160
and my size was a little bit of a struggle at
first,” he said. “But I had good instincts
and studied a lot of film. The linemen were
a lot bigger than me, but I was often able
to get to spots before they did. And by be-
ing a hockey player, I was just a lot more
physical than most people”

“My size actually helped me in hockey.
Being short, I have smaller strides, so I'm
faster than a lot of other skaters and being
on the stocky side, I'm more powerful,
too. A lot of hockey players are smaller
guys in the 150-160-pound range.”

Koeppen plans to attend Fox Valley
Technical College in Appleton next fall
and pursue a degree in the school’s fire
safety program.

“I've looked at a lot of blue-collar trades
and I want to become a firefighter,” he
said. “It’s interesting work and I like that
type of schedule. I value time a lot more
than I value money”

As for hockey, he probably won't pursue
the next level on the ice.

“I've talked to a few junior teams and
we’ll see what happens,” Koeppen said. “I
know I'll keep playing at some level —in a
rec league or something like that. I want
my hockey life to continue, but I'll proba-
bly be playing just for fun.”

West sending four to state; Carpenter returning

The last two seasons, Oshkosh West’s
Edwyn Schroeder has had to watch team-
mates wrestle at the WIAA State Tourna-
ment.

Tough sectional brackets had kept him
from hitting the Kohl Center mats those
two years as he was as accomplished as any
wrestler to not have competed at the state
meet.

Not this year.

Schroeder won the title at the Division 1
Beaver Dam sectional on Saturday and will
be one of three Oshkosh West wrestlers
competing at the state meet, which starts
Thursday in Madison.

It was a really good feeling to have him
get that monkey off of his back,” Oshkosh
West head coach Matt Cuadra said.

Schneider then
edged Slingers Elijah Terrell, 9-6, in the
semifinals before scoring a 23-10 major de-
cision over Hartford’s Jacob Kidder in the
finals.

Martell pinned both Port Washington’s
Hewitt Dekker and West Bend East’s Ste-
ven Henry to reach the finals, where he fell
to nationally ranked Cole Mirasola of West
Bend West to take second.

“Getting three guys there is great. We
were hoping for a couple more and we got
a girl there to qualify to go to state,” Cuadra
said. “It’s been their goal since the begin-
ning of the season. All three of them have
been talking about placing so we're set up
to do that and that’s what we are going to go
down there and get done.”

Jaiden Fronczak nearly joined the trip but
finished third at 165 pounds, while Nelson
